ARRANGEMENT, BIG BAND and COMPOSITION
Since 1983 he has been writing and arranging for some of the groups  which he works with.
As arranger, he was finalist in "Scrivere in Jazz” contest held in Sassari, Sadegna, Italy in
1992 and in 1994. In 1998 he won first prize at the "Barga Jazz" the main nationalt contest of
this type. Then he approaches classical composition getting a master in “Symphonyc Band
Orchestration” with M° Roger Mazzoncini. He regulary writes and arrange for the groups he
plays with. In 1993 he begins to direct and arrange for the "Duke of Abruzzi student Big
Band" (now “C.A.M. jazztet”) . The Orchestra also featured important italian and american
musicians as guest artists: Paolo Fresu, Maurizio Giammarco, Mario Raja, Lee Konitz, Eddie
Henderson, Piero Odorici, Marco Tamburini, Roberto Rossi.
